She can Cruise at 16 knots
for 10,000 miles without stopping.
Our Mission :

Strategicully load, transpore, and land assault oquipment with arendan: personnel, ammuni.

tion, and supplics on hostile beach-beads by means of our fourreen embarked landing craft.
The Boats :

Our eight 36-foot “Mike™ boats, cach designed to carry 34 tons of cargo or 120 combat-
equipped troops, are capable of cruising 130 miles ae 10 knots without refueling.
